Milt Schornack

Milt Schornack can easily be
credited as one of the key players
in the development and continu-
ation of the GTO line of cars. As
the performance manager at the
famous Royal Pontiac dealership
in Royal Oaks, MI, Schornack
turned plenty of wrenches on
GTOs. He helped assemble many
of the Royal Bobcat GTOs ordered
there. As the GTO development
leader, Schornack worked closely
with Pontiac to tune engines and
create performance packages for
the GTO.

Schornack was commissioned
to equip two street cars with the
experimental Ram Air V engine.
Only about 200 of the engines were
built, as Pontiac killed the Ram
Air V program before it came to
fruition. The ’69 GTO on display
in the Pontiac Team Tent (near
Building Y) is an original test

mule that Schornack assembled to
demonstrate the engine’s perfor-
mance. This is a rare opportunity to
see such an historically significant
car and meet the man who built it.

Bill Collins

Bill Collins is an automo-

tive engineer with 35 years of
experience and worked for GM,
DeLorean and AMC during his
career. While employed at Pontiac,
Collins worked very closely with
John DeLorean (Pontiac’s chief
engineer) and Russ Gee (engine
specialist) to get the GTO project
off the ground. The story of how
the team used a loophole in a
GM policy to bypass the engine
size limitations in midsized cars

is now the stuff of legend. Rather
than make the car a stand-alone
model, the team made the GTO

a package option for the Tempest
and shoved a 389 engine under
the hood. What followed was the
jump-start of a battle within the
automotive industry known as
the Muscle Car Era. Collins was a
key member in the development
not only of a performance vehicle,
but also played an important role
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in generating a whole new type of
enthusiast market.

Russ Gee
Russ Gee is an engine specialist
and part of the trio of engineers
who helped develop the GTO.
Along with Bill Collins and the
late John DeLorean, Gee was
akey member in the team that
created a whole new type of car.
Gee explains the car’s birth best:
“It was a Spring morning and
I'was showing a 326-equipped
LeMans to DeLorean and Collins,”
said Gee. “Collins remarked that
the 326 under the hood looked
remarkably similar to a 389.1 told
him there were some similari-
ties in casting, and immediately
DeLorean asked if the 389 would
fit in the LeMans and I told him it
would.” Excited, DeLorean said,
“get on that at once and when you
are done, no one drives it unless
they go through me!” That trio of
engineers knew what they were
doing was a violation of GM’s
engine size limitations on midsized
cars. Regardless, the engineers
moved forward and assembled a
car that has become legendary.

Ben Harrison, head of Pontiac’s
Product Planning Division in the
1960s, outlined plans to develop
several new models in the Pontiac
division, including the F-Body
Firebird, G-Body Grand Prix

and the X-Body Ventura. During
seminars, Harrison will share his
experiences working with John
DeLorean and the GTO team,
and talk about the development
of several other Pontiac models
within the division. This is a great
chance to learn some interesting

stories about the Pontiac Division.

“Outstanding Lifetime Achieve-
ment Award for Automotive
Concept, Engineering and Devel-
opment” by the Pontiac Oakland
Club International.

Tim Dye is a self-proclaimed
Pontiac nut and a well-known
automobilia expert. Tim’s collec-
tion of Pontiac and Oakland cars,
memorabilia, dealer artifacts and
literature has become his biggest
passion in life. In fact, Tim’s love of
the Pontiac brand became so great
that he started a Pontiac museum
in Pontiac, Illinois, known simply
as the Pontiac Oakland Museum.

His mental
database and collection spans
from the early 1900s to Pontiac’s
last years of production in the late

The original Monkeemobile used in the
legendary TV sitcom “The Monkees” is

original machines created by the late Dean Jeffries. The 1966 GTO-based
Monkeemobile has gone down as one of the most iconic cars ever used
in film. This car has had an interesting life. It was left in Australia after the
Monkees wrapped up a concert tour. Later it ended up in Puerto Rico

where it was owned by a drug lord and used as a shuttle for his luxury hotel.

It was even painted pink. After the hotel and properties were seized by the

government in the early '90s and all assets were auctioned off, including the

Monkeemobile, it moved to the United States. There has been some resto-

ration done in order to return the car to its original glory and it's even been

featured in the Peterson Automotive Museum in California. We extend a

sincere thanks to the generous owners for providing the vehicle, as well as

Don Keefe for providing the photographs for our webpage.

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CELEBRATING THE 50TH ANNIVERSARY:

Pontiac GTO — An American Muscle Icon

he Pontiac GTO is often
T regarded as America’s first

mainstream muscle car.
While other cars existed before
the GTO that could be considered
muscle, it was Pontiac division’s
discovery of a GM loophole
that jumpstarted an automotive
revolution. In 1964, John
DeLorean and his Pontiac team
boldly tested GM’s displacement
limitations on midsize cars. At
the time, the corporate edict was
that no midsize model could have
an engine larger than 330 C.L
DeLorean and his team decided
to take the midsized Tempest and
create a “GTO” package for it,
which offered a 389 C.I. engine and
other performance upgrades. Since
the GTO was a package offer, and

not a true mainstream production
model, it did not violate corporate
rules. This defiance of company
policy helped lead to the most
popular era in American car
culture: the Muscle Car Era.
Motor Trend pretty much
summed up the nature of the
GTO in the magazine’s first review
of the new Tempest GTO in 1964:
“Weighing in at over 3700 pounds
and with two Motor Trend staff
members and our equipment on
board, our first acceleration run
left our photographer standing
in a huge cloud of blue rubber
smoke, looking at a long, black
strip on the pavement.” The brute
power, great sound, and fantastic
styling of the ’64 would become
synonymous with Pontiac’s new

performance machine.

The runaway success of the
GTO had caught the attention of
the other American car producers,
and the battle was on to produce
immensely powerful cars in
a contest of one-upmanship.
Gearheads rejoiced at the slew of
amazing cars now available at their
local dealerships, and all of this
was thanks to a division of GM
that decided performance was
more important than corporate
constraints. The GTO was
certainly not the first car to have a
large engine in a mid-sized body,
but it was the first to truly catch
on and become a hit. It is highly
likely that when you ask someone
to name a Pontiac model, “GTO”
will soon follow as a response.

This 1964 GTO was the car
used in the legendary Car and
Driver “GTO vs. GTO” article in
1964, in which a ’64 Pontiac GTO
was to face off against Ferrari’s
GTO. What makes this car unique
is not only the fact that it was
used in this test, but that it was
a “cheater” car equipped with a
421 engine — not a normal engine
option for the GTO. The 421 and

389 looked incredibly similar and were hard to distinguish from one another, something that Pontiac realized early
on. In fact, this is the only GTO known to exist that is factory-equipped with a 421. Pontiac’s team wanted to make
sure the GTO gave a favorable impression in the acceleration comparison against the Ferrari so this specific car was
built to make that test lean a bit more in their favor. Although this is not the first GTO ever produced, it is certainly
avery low production number in the lineup of cars and also one with a very unique history.

This specific car’s performance helped propel it to the legendary status the GTO holds today. The secret engine
swap for the Car and Driver test was not confirmed until Pontiac advertising guru Jim Wangers revealed it in his
book “Glory Days” in 1998. Hot Rod Magazine even went so far as to name this particular car as the number three
most influential hot rod in history, with first and second place belonging to the “American Graffiti” 32 Ford and
the General Lee Charger. “The Ringer GTO,” as many have called it, is one of the most important cars produced by
an American car company and will be on display in Building Y, “The Goat Pen.”
